e Everytwo (2) years for applicants 50 years of age and older.
e License Applicants require a medical self-declaration each year.
e If an applicant is under the age of majority in the province of application the Medical Self
Declaration must also be signed by a Parent/Guardian.
e The Sudbury Kart Club reserves the right to request a medical examination by a physician at any
time.

Description of each section of the application:

Member Information: Please complete all information in this section. The address information will be
used to contact members by mail. We need a current address to ensure you receive a membership
application, the club schedule and plans for the up-coming season each year. An e-mail address will
allow us to contact you quickly and easily if our plans change during the season. Your telephone
numbers will be used if you have no e-mail address or if the situation is urgent. Your date of birth is
required to verify your License and Class or Credential selection and is an ASN requirement. All
applicants must include proof of age with your application; this is also an ASN requirement. A
copy of your birth certificate, driver’s license or passport is sufficient. Your Heath Card number is
required in case of injury at an event. It will not be disclosed without your permission.

Competition License: All competitors must complete this section to receive a Competition License. A
Competition License is a requirement of the ASN Canada FIA sporting regulations. Indicate if this
application is for a renewal of a license grade you currently hold, a new license application, or to up-grade
your license. Since this is the first year Sudbury Kart Club will be granting licenses all competitors will be
applying for a new license. Please enclose a copy of ASN medical self-declaration and proof of age
with this application, your application cannot be processed without these documents. Select the
appropriate License grade and class or classes and complete your three number choices for each class
entered, #1 is reserved for previous year class champions. Preference for kart numbers will be given to
the previous year competitors. Competitors under 18 years of age must also enclose a complete
and signed ASN Canada FIA Annual Parental Consent Waiver.

Mechanic Credential: Complete this section to apply for a Mechanic Credential. You must be 16 years
of age or older to apply for a Mechanic Credential. A Mechanic Credential is required to enter the hot
grid, pit or scale area and assist the competitor(s) you have named in the Mechanics Credential section.
Members holding a Competitors License do not require a Mechanics Credential to assist another
competitor. Each competitor under 18 years of age is required to have a Parent/Guardian hold a
Mechanic Credential or Competitor License.

Race Official Credential: Complete this area to apply for a Race Official Credential. You must be 16
years of age or older to apply for a Race Official Credential. A Race Official Credential is required to
access any fenced in area of the track for officiating. There is no charge for a Race Official Credential
however, you must be an Associate or Volunteer Member of the Sudbury Kart Club Corp. and sign the
release agreement. Please indicate your preferred position(s). The available positions are: Race
Director, Starter, Corner Marshall, Grid Marshall, Scorer, Secretary and Technical Inspector. Please list
any previous race officiating experience in the space provided.
